In Western societies, barely any social institution has been changing so rapidly as the family.
While the traditional nuclear family, which became predominant in the 19 century, still
exists, it goes along with single parent families, patchwork families, homoparental families,
grandparent families, etc. Today’s diversity of family models challenges traditional accounts
of care and responsibility within the family, leaving space to reflect on the legal and ethical
parameters that govern our notions of the various relations within the family. It therefore
comes as no surprise that marriage and the family have recently gained increased attention
not only in sociology and anthropology, but also in law and philosophy. The Conference aims
at discussing the family and its future from an interdisciplinary standpoint, bringing together
philosophy and law (including sociology of law), and in a global perspective.
