This expert panel will discuss business strategies to identify, analyze and 
resolve risks for modern slavery in global supply chains.

The expert panel will be moderated by Professor Dorothée Baumann-Pauly 
and will include Professor Justine Nolan (UNSW Australia), Cindy Berman 
(Ethical Trading Initiative), Auret van Heerden (NYU Stern Center for 
Business and Human Rights) and Luiz Antonio Machado (International 
Labour Organization).
