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Different events of Armenian history in the textbooks of the 18-19""
centuries Armenian settlements

The works of the Armenian medieval historians were not only the sources of the
Armenian history, but also for the national pride and self-awareness of the Armenians spread
all over the world. This is the reason why in the 16-18™ centuries there were lots of
manuscripts as well as the printings in 17-19" centuries.

The same circumstance is conditioned by the inclusion of different sections of the
Armenian historiography in the textbooks and educational manuals published in the 18-19"
centuries Armenian settlements.

This fact is evident in the textbooks published in the Armenian settlements in Europe.
These textbooks comparatively present the materials about the Armenian language, history and

literature.

This report shows the place of the Armenian history and the following questions are
examined:

1. Which historians and events of the Armenian history were allocated more particularly?

2. Are the cited materials directly extracted from the historians or are they somehow
recorded to become publicly available for contemporary readers?

3. To what extent are the rewritten parts of the materials influenced by /Grabar/ or are
they written in a new literary Armenian?

4. How are the national-ecclesiastical (adoption of Christianity, invention of alphabet) and
heroic events in the Armenian history (Battle of Avarayr, Rampart of Ani) presented?

5. The article also examined whether the same historical event for different age groups is

presented in the textbooks and if it helps to recognize Armenia and to love it.

What measures were taken to preserve the children national identity in European
environments simultaneously integrating and forming the part of the European value system?
The report notes that the chapters from these, especially in those published by Venetian

Mkhitarists, served to preserve national identity and form moral perceptions.
