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The Geneva Centre for Philanthropy is a cross-disciplinary academic 
centre created in 2017 through a public-private partnership between 
the University of Geneva (UNIGE) and several philanthropic founda-
tions. The Centre works in close collaboration with various UNIGE 
faculties and has gained recognition among academics and leaders as 
a reference in the field of philanthropy both in Switzerland and inter-
nationally.

The Centre brings together philanthropy practices, research and teach-
ing, playing a key role in this fast-growing sector. Its work focuses on 
three strategic areas: research and publications, teaching and public 
events. 

Last year, the COVID-19 pandemic had a major impact on the phi-
lanthropy sector around the world. The GCP made every effort to 
adapt to the situation and respond to the needs that arose during this 
time. While some events had to be postponed or cancelled, most of 
the Centre’s work continued, albeit in a different, usually online for-
mat. Adapting in this way created new opportunities and meant that a 
broader audience could take part in the events on offer.

After two years in the making, the Centre held its first International 
Conference on Taxation and Philanthropy. The conference was attend-
ed by more than 60 researchers and coincided with the publication of 
a report entitled The Taxation of Philanthropy – the result of a research 
project run by the Centre and the OECD spanning 40 countries.

The Centre also launched a pioneering study into diversity in founda-
tion governance in Switzerland.

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Philanthropy and its Main Legal Implications
Faculty of Law, taught by Dr Giulia Neri-Castracane

This course is for Master’s students from UNIGE’s Faculty of Law and 
the Geneva School of Economics and Management (GSEM). It is also 
included in the curriculum of the Lausanne Business School (HEC).  
The course provides an overview of the main legal aspects concerning 
philanthropic organizations, as well as their legal forms. Part of the 
course is dedicated to foundations, which is the legal status tradition-
ally chosen for charitable work. The course also looks at other legal 
structures, such as hybrid entities and social companies. 

The Ethics of Philanthropy
Faculty of Humanities, taught by Dr Emma Tieffenbach 

This course was first offered in 2019 in English, with a second edition 
successfully taught in French last year. It is for Bachelor’s and Mas-
ter’s students from the Faculty of Humanities. It alternates between 
lectures and seminars and looks at current issues relating to the  
ethics of giving, such as the warm glow effect. The aim is for students 
to become familiar with the fundamental ethical issues and current 
thinking in this field. The course marks the start of a partnership be-
tween Dr Emma Tieffenbach and Prof. Florian Cova, who share sim-
ilar research interests.

Semester-long courses 

1.
Teaching
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Cultural Philanthropy and Law
Faculty of Law, taught by Dr Anne Laure Bandle

This course is for Bachelor’s and Master’s students from the Faculty 
of Law. It is also open to students from the Faculty of Humanities. 
The course takes a cross-disciplinary approach that is both academic 
and pragmatic, and involves researchers and other experts from an ar-
ray of fields including law, finance, management and ethics. Students 
explore philanthropy’s role in and potential for supporting the arts 
and culture by looking at the most important legal, ethical and busi-
ness-related aspects of the field. Students gain in-depth knowledge of 
the contemporary challenges of philanthropy in the arts and culture 
and learn how to make a lasting impact as a professional in this field. 
The course is funded by Fondation Zdenek et Michaela Bakala.

The Many Faces of Philanthropy (A and B)
Geneva School of Economics and Management (GSEM),  
taught by Prof. Giuseppe Ugazio

Two new courses entitled “The Many Faces of Philanthropy A” and  
“The Many Faces of Philanthropy B” were offered to GSEM’s Bachelor’s 
students starting in the autumn 2020 semester. Course A provides a 
multidisciplinary introduction to traditional philanthropy, while 
course B focuses on philanthropic traditions across various regions, 
including Asia (e.g. China and India), the Middle East (e.g. the United 
Arab Emirates) and Africa (e.g. South Africa).

All courses offered by the GCP can be audited.

Run by Swiss Philanthropy Foundation, in partnership with the Center  
for Philanthropy Studies (CEPS) at the University of Basel and the GCP

The 2020 edition of this Master Class was held at the Château de Bossey 
in Vaud Canton and involved a number of academic experts from the 
GCP. Over three days, 25 practitioners – including members of foun-
dation boards, bank executives involved in the philanthropy sector and 
individuals looking to set up a foundation – learned about and dis-
cussed recent trends in philanthropy and their impact on foundations. 
This course covered legal, governance, asset management and strategic 
aspects of philanthropic projects and their impact.

“Online Legal Updates for Geneva-based International NGOs” 
seminar series, 27 October–17 November 2020
Run by the International Geneva Welcome Centre (CAGI), in partnership 
with the GCP and the Fédération des Entreprises Romandes (FER)

This course comprised four seminars and provided an update on the 
legal and governance issues affecting Geneva-based non-governmental 
organizations.

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Outlook for 2021

Diploma of Advanced Studies (DAS)  
in Philanthropy

In autumn 2021, the University of Geneva will launch 
a new continuing education programme in the strat-
egy and operations of philanthropic organizations. 
This programme is the result of a cross-disciplinary 
collaboration involving GSEM, the Geneva Finance 
Research Institute (GFRI), the GCP and Genevensis  
Communications. The programme is intended for 
professionals wishing to learn more about and get  
involved in today’s multi-faceted philanthropy sector  
both in Switzerland and further afield. The programme  
will draw on Geneva’s role as a global philanthropy 
hub, combining input from seasoned professionals 
and university professors. Students who complete 
the 12 modules will obtain a DAS. Individuals with 
more specific training needs will be able to complete 
one of the two Certificates of Advanced Studies 
(CAS) making up the DAS, each of which comprises 
six modules.

Prof. Giuseppe Ugazio, who holds the Edmond de Rothschild Founda-
tions Chair in Behavioural Philanthropy, now has a research team 
made up of Nina Sooter (PhD student), Ursa Bernardic (assistant) and 
Lucia Gomez Teijeiro (assistant). Prof. Ugazio is a multidisciplinary 
expert who studies the neuropsychological mechanisms behind com-
plex human social behaviour. Using experimental methods, he looks 
into the behavioural, affective and cognitive control mechanisms un-
derpinning social decision-making, focusing on how these mecha-
nisms interact and lead to philanthropy-related choices. He has also 
developed an approach that uses artificial intelligence to identify what 
incentivizes people to engage in charitable work and examine the role 
played by emotions and moral values.

Prof. Ugazio has teamed up with the ICRC on a project that uses vir-
tual reality to enhance fundraising techniques, and with the Geneva 
Canton and CERN on a project to map out philanthropic organiza-
tions in the Lake Geneva region – an issue that the Canton’s general 
directorate for economic development, research and innovation is also 
interested in. 

In addition to the research projects already 
underway, another three projects began in 2020.2.

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Philanthropy and taxation: legal and economic analysis  
of the efficiency of the existing framework, and legislative  
proposals
Prof. Henry Peter and Dr Giedre Lideikyte Huber

This pioneering project, which was launched in 2019, examines the in-
fluence that tax systems have on philanthropy and the mechanisms that 
can be used to foster pro-social initiatives. The researchers are studying 
this issue both in Switzerland and internationally, identifying the vari-
ous tax treatments applicable to individuals and companies who give or 
receive charitable contributions and issuing recommendations on how 
to improve tax policy. The project has received funding from the Swiss 
National Science Foundation for a four-year period. The papers relating 
to this project are listed in the publications section. 

As part of this project, the International Conference on Taxation and 
Philanthropy was held in November 2020, when the related OECD re-
port, based on research conducted with the GCP, was also presented 
(see “Focus in 2020”). 

Water, private companies and the furtherance  
of the public good

Prof. Laurence Boisson de Chazournes, Dr Mara Tignino  
and Haoua Savadogo

This large-scale project will contribute to implementing one of the rec-
ommendations of the Global High-Level Panel on Water and Peace, 
which was set up by Switzerland in 2015. The aim of the project is to 
study mechanisms for promoting good practices for water management 
and protection within the private sector. The COVID-19 crisis has un-
derscored the importance of ensuring access to water and sparked inter-
est in further research in this area. 

In 2020, the research was supported by the Fondation de bienfaisance du 
groupe Pictet.

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Warm Glow Project 
Prof. Samia Hurst-Majno and Dr Emma Tieffenbach

When trying to explain why people make charitable donations, econo-
mists often hypothesize that it is because of the warm glow that the act 
of giving brings. The warm glow concept was first put forward by James 
Andreoni, a member of GCP’s Scientific Committee, in 1990 and has 
since been used to explain a multitude of philanthropic behaviours. Yet 
the concept has not been formally defined, so researchers tend to use 
their intuitive understanding of the phenomenon instead. But could 
the warm glow effect be the rational incentive behind charitable giv-
ing? And if so, how should we view the moral standing of those who 
donate in order to experience it? 

This project is supported by a private Geneva-based foundation.

La diversité dans la gouvernance des fondations  
d’utilité publique en Suisse

Laetitia Gill and Dr Aline Kratz-Ulmer

This project looks at diversity – in its broadest sense – within the gov-
erning bodies of Swiss charitable foundations. The researchers sent out 
a questionnaire that collected data from 107 foundations, representing 
720 board members. The initial findings were presented at a Philan-
thropy Lunch in October 2020 and a full analysis of the results will be 
published in 2021.

The researchers are working with various UNIGE experts – from the 
equal opportunities and diversity team, the Chair in Behavioural Phi-
lanthropy, the Faculty of Psychology and Educational Science and the 
Faculty of Humanities – in order to broaden the scope of the research in 
this area and consider diversity in the governance of charitable founda-
tions from various angles, including that of collective intelligence.

Dr Loïc Pfister, a recognized expert in foundations and a GCP Aca-
demic fellow, moderated a panel discussion with Dr Parisima Vez, for-
mer professor at the University of Fribourg and now head of the foun-
dation supervisory authority in Fribourg Canton; Dr Lukas von Orelli, 
president of SwissFoundations and director of the Velux Foundation 
in Zurich; and Jean Pirrotta, director of the foundation supervisory 
authority in Geneva Canton.

At this Philanthropy Lunch, participants looked at the time-related 
challenges that foundations face and explored ways in which founda-
tions can evolve when their initial strategy is no longer feasible. Panel 
members spoke about various legal concepts affecting foundations and 
about how to interpret a founder’s initial aims so that the foundation’s 
internal regulations can be amended to ensure that it continues to have 
a maximal impact. The idea of laying out a roadmap before a founda-
tion is created to determine how it might evolve in the future was also 
addressed. In addition, panel members underscored the fundamental 
role that supervisory authorities play in protecting the public interest. 
Switzerland may currently be a breeding ground for foundations, but 
if it is to maintain that position, the conditions governing the sector 
must be periodically reviewed.

Geneva and a senior scientist at the University of Geneva; and Patrick 
Odier, chairman of Fondation Lombard Odier.

At this Philanthropy Lunch, some examples of the pandemic-related 
work that UNIGE has carried out with its various partners were pre-
sented. Panel members underscored the importance of a collective  
approach and of working with a variety of partners in order to turn 
the public-health crisis into an opportunity to bring about change, 
and even creative disruption. It is essential to have flexible, responsive 
and multidisciplinary structures and stakeholders that can address 
the various issues that the pandemic has raised and use it as a catalyst 
to transition to more sustainable solutions.

Prof. Ugazio’s research shows one way in which artificial intelligence 
can be leveraged to support philanthropy. The next step will be to 
foster dialogue with practitioners in order to interpret the findings 
and ensure they are applied in practice. Artificial intelligence offers 
new ways of gauging the impact of foundations’ contribution to the 
public good.

Philanthropic funding for individuals:  
historical and contemporary challenges
1 October 2020

Prof. Henry Peter moderated a panel discussion with Ludovic Tournès, 
professor of international history at UNIGE; Dr James Allen Smith, vice 
president and head of research at the Rockefeller Archive Centre; Michel 
Carton, emeritus professor in development studies at the Graduate In-
stitute; and Dr Anton Tarradellas, a researcher and lecturer in interna-
tional history at UNIGE.

At this Philanthropy Lunch, panel members drew on past and current 
examples of grant programmes to discuss the issue of individual fund-
ing, which is one of the main ways in which charitable organizations 
can contribute, particularly from a technical, financial and intellectual 
standpoint. They talked about how difficult it can be to determine the 
value created by this type of funding, especially given its multidimen-
sional nature. This makes it all the more important to foster dialogue be-
tween practitioners and researchers who are interested in philanthropy.

Laetitia Gill moderated a panel discussion with Catherine Labouchère, 
chair of the ISREC foundation, the University of Lausanne foundation 
and the Plateforme 10 foundation; Dr Aline Kratz-Ulmer, a GCP Aca-
demic fellow; and Nicolas de Tonnac, a member of the board of Foyer 
Handicap and chair of Pro Infirmis Genève.

The results of this first nationwide survey of foundation boards – con-
ducted as part of GCP’s academic research on the subject – were present-
ed and discussed. Some of the findings – such as that women currently 
make up 36.7% of foundation boards – may come as a positive surprise 
when compared with the private sector. However, there is still room for 
improvement when it comes to the age and gender diversity of Swiss 
foundation boards, since, for instance, 75% of board members are aged 
50 or above. The initial results show that there is no major difference be-
tween the German-speaking and French-speaking parts of Switzerland: 
participants almost unanimously agreed that a diverse foundation board 
could enhance efficiency.

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International Conference on Taxation and Philanthropy

After two years in the making, the GCP held its International Con-
ference on Taxation and Philanthropy from 25 to 27 November 2020. 
Given the COVID-19 restrictions, the conference was held exclusively 
online. 

This conference was attended by 60 international experts with recog-
nized knowledge in their respective fields of research. The conference 
was run in the form of cross-disciplinary workshops and covered four 
key topics:

1.	 Are tax incentives for philanthropy justified?
2.	 Which types of tax incentives for philanthropic activities  

are conceivable and what is their respective efficiency?
3.	 Cross-border philanthropy and tax barriers: should they be  

eliminated?
4.	 What is the role of tax incentives in corporate philanthropy  

and social entrepreneurship?

A wide range of research fields were represented, including law, eco-
nomics, neuroscience, philosophy, international relations, political 
science, social science and psychology. This gave contributors the op-
portunity to compare and contrast their viewpoints and approaches. 

The conference papers will be compiled into a Handbook of taxation 
and philanthropy to be published by Routledge. The book will be open 
source and will be the first multidisciplinary, international work on 
the topic.

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International Conference on Taxation and Philanthropy – 
Designing tax incentives for the common good

The plenary session ended with a keynote lecture by Pascal Saint-
Amans, Director of the OECD’s Centre for Tax Policy and Admin-
istration. He presented the main conclusions of the OECD’s report 
on taxation and philanthropy, which is the result of a joint research 
project by the OECD and the GCP, spanning 40 countries. The Q&A 
session held after the presentation was moderated by Prof. Henry Pe-
ter and Dr Giedre Lideikyte Huber, with questions from a broad in-
ternational audience.

Publication – Taxation and Philanthropy

The OECD report on taxation and philanthropy, written in collabora-
tion with the GCP, offers a comprehensive and detailed review of the 
tax systems applicable to the philanthropy sector. After analysing the 
pros and cons of tax concessions for philanthropy, the report reviews 
the tax treatment of philanthropic entities and charitable donations 
in 40 countries worldwide. It points out the wide range of potential 
tax policy options available to countries and draws up a series of rec-
ommendations. The report was mentioned in 13 Swiss and interna-
tional press articles (see the website for more details).

At the start of the conference, the Fondation Lombard Odier Prize 
for Academic Excellence in Philanthropy was awarded by Patrick 
Odier and Dr Maximilian Martin to the two best conference papers:

•	 Senior researchers category: Prof. Richard Steinberg, Indiana
