 1. CLEAR THE

 Employees who might have been affected should, if possible, 
decontaminate themselves immediately; otherwise, they 
should remain in a separate room to prevent any further 
spread of the organisms.

2. SECURE  Employees should not leave the affected area if possible.   Where did the incident occur? 

 The most effective way of dealing with the incident is to : 
• keep calm 
• confine the contaminated area 
• disinfect or decontaminate with disinfectant according to 

SOP or hygiene plan 

  What was released ? 

 How many people are affected? 

3. SECURE  Seal off the room, switch off the ventilation, wait 60 min. 

 All-clear from the laboratory Biosafety Officers or their 
deputies   Decontaminate people 

 Enter the incident and any injuries in the laboratory and/or 
health log book, as applicable 

 Disinfect the room as instructed by the Laboratory Manager 
according to SOP or hygiene plan 

3. ACT  In the event of injuries, complete the report sheet for 
laboratory incidents   Disinfect contaminated equipment etc. 

    Issue the all-clear for the room after checking that it has 
been decontaminated 

    4. ACT  Complete report sheet for laboratory incidents
